April 8, 2007 –     The Resurrected Jesus                  Acts 1:1-11

Main Idea: The resurrection of Jesus is one of the most attested to events in all of history.
Aim: That we might consider again the proofs of His resurrection, and the meaning in each of our lives.
Application: Walking in light of the resurrected Christ.

v. 1       ‘my former book’ – the gospel of Luke.  Note the particular care Luke used in compiling his record (see Luke 1:1-14).

v. 2       Note here the scope of the gospel of Luke – where look ends, Acts begins.

v. 3       ‘showed Himself’ – 1 Cor. 15 notes the progression and the numbers.

            ‘convincing proofs’ – speak of the things He did (eat, fellowship, touch, etc)

            ‘over 40 days’ – let there be no doubt!

            ‘spoke of the kingdom of God’ – returns to His message.

v. 4       ‘gift of the Holy Spirit’ (spend some time considering John 14-17)

            

            ‘wait’

v. 5       ‘baptized by the Holy Spirit’ – understand this in connection with the word ‘wait’ in v. 4 and those passages in John’s gospel and the remainder of Acts, etc.

v. 6       Note that the expectation of the people as we’ve considered this year – going back to the OT, etc., was for the Kingdom to come; recall last week’s text – the Triumphal Entry, etc., the recognition of the people, etc.; and here we see His disciples are wondering too.  Is this it?

v. 7       Essentially Jesus says: ‘Quit worrying about the ‘when’ and start thinking about the ‘what and how’!’  Notice how the emphasis shifts, also, from hope to purpose…

v. 8       big ‘but’ – note the 4 fold territory…  expound.

v. 9       As mentioned earlier, the last scene in Luke gives way to the first scene in Acts.

v. 10     ‘looking intently up’ – a great picture of followers of Christ.  Illus. Go home and be a promise keeper!

v. 11     To live expectantly means to live in expectation and confidence – Jesus will come again!  And this is our lesson.

CL       v. 3       Consider the proofs… and deal with the gospel!  John 17 – eternal life is to know Jesus!  Do you?  

            v. 7-8    Not about the ‘when’ but rather the ‘what’ and ‘how’!  Hope to purpose…

            v. 10-11              So heavenly we’re no earthly good?  Live in expectation and confidence…
